Report 

 

The Department of History, in collaboration with the IQAC, organised an invited lecture on Kidnapping as a 

form of Labour Recruitment in Nineteenth-Century India on Thursday, 16 February 2023, at 11.30 am, at the 

P.K. Sen Seminar Hall, Jhargram Raj College. Shri Sudipto Mitra, Doctoral Candidate, Department of History, 

Royal Holloway, University of London, spoke on the topic. The nineteenth century saw the formal abolition 

of Slavery from the face of the British Empire. At the same time, it also witnessed the proliferation of a system 

called ‘indentured labour’, through which thousands of Indian coolies were transported to the colonies of Fiji, 

Mauritius, the Caribbean, and South Africa, as substitutes for formerly enslaved people. These coolies were 

generally recruited by a group of middlemen, officially styled as arkatis, sardars, duffadars, etc. They would 

go into the villages and convince people to migrate to the distant colonies as plantation labourers. This 

convincing, however, would take the form of coercion in several instances. Sometimes, the potential labourers 

would be subjected to lucrative false promises, while sometimes, they would be kidnapped and shipped off 

abroad by sheer brute force. Homing in on one such case – the case of recruiter Buldeo from 1870s Allahabad 

– this talk sought to illustrate how kidnapping became a familiar mode of indentured labour recruitment in 

nineteenth-century India. In doing so, it strove to explore how colonial officials negotiated the fine line 

between consent and coercion and what, in their minds, constituted kidnapping. The fascinating presentation 

by the speaker was followed by an interactive session among the 121 participants.
